The Crane Hotel Faralda, which took four years to build, has been transformed from an old industrial crane into a state-of-the-art place to stay in Amsterdam.

It means guests get a different view each night as a wind vane allows the crane to very gently turn in the breeze. The crane also has a panoramic lounge and a spa pool located on the top deck that can be hired out for events.

Phoenix House

This tiny one-bedroom house is rested at the base of the world’s largest and most active volcano in Hawaii.

The spectacular location of the 450-square foot, solar-powered tiny house allows views of the ocean, while the 100-foot waterfall of lava flowing into the ocean at one ton a minute is just four miles away.

“Learning Chinese is growing popular in the United States.” Doty said. She was pleasantly surprised to find in the Chinese Bridge competition that many people of her age were learning Chinese, with many  of them speaking more fluently than she does.

"Although it is difficult with some of the grammar structures because it is very different from English, it is really worth it and you can use it a lot in the world," said Doty, whose Chinese name is Huang   Qiuyue.

Hoffs also shared her opinion. "Many people have recognized that they should have got on this train earlier.... It is still a rather unique skill.

"I believe that in a time when skills are scarce ... the people who do possess that unique perspective and unique connection with China will be more highly valued," she said, adding that studying  Chinese  also gave her an edge in her university admission.

She said her main essay submitted to Stanford was about how she chose her Chinese name and what that name meant to her.

"Choosing that name helps me better understand myself. I chose Jiang because when I traveled to Lijiang, I just fell in love with it. I chose Mingxi to express my desire for greater clarity and to live a clearer and more thoughtful life," she said.

According to the nonprofit US-China Strong Foundation, about 500,000 students in the United States

are currently learning Chinese, twice the number of 2017.

"People in the San Francisco Bay Area see the value in learning a second language. As Chinese is the most-spoken language in the world, they can foresee that by learning this language, there will be doors for them in their future careers," said Wong, the San Francisco educator.

Great civilizations dating back to the Egyptian empire, the Han Dynasty and the Roman Empire have all used trade routes as part of their economy. Perhaps the most famous ancient trade route known today was “The Silk Road”. The recent BRI (Belt and Road Initiative) mirrors this in many ways. It’s a way to connect the vast continents of Europe, Africa, and Asia in a similar manner as the ancient Silk Road did   for the purpose of trade.

Trade between all the countries proposed in the BRI is possible today. But the BRI will make trade more efficient through newly built roads, railways, and shipping ports. The proposed infrastructure（基础设施） is through mutual（双方的） agreement, not through threats of military intervention. If a country

does not want to participate, they can simply refuse. It is their decision.

Could the BRI eventually become sort of an Interstate Highway System for the continents and countries of Europe, Africa, and Asia? Nobody can predict the future but it seems like a possibility. In the near term the BRI seems to consist primarily of railways and shipping lanes but there appears to be highways being built alongside in many cases. Besides, railways can be more efficient ways for people to travel than by motor car. Either way, the BRI would open up more travel and tourism as a result of its primary purpose of trade in the near term.

One of the most impressive parts of the BRI, in my eyes, is that it aspires（追求） to be a peaceful

expansion between nations of open trade. China is spearheading the project with the assistance of the  Asian Infrastructure Investment Bank (AIIB) （ 亚投行） . The AIIB is also an economic endeavor of financial cooperation among most, if not all, the countries involved with the planning of the BRI.

Opening cooperative trade routes can come at a better time for China and the rest of Asia, Europe,   and Africa. The result will be a massive infrastructure program that will cover most of Asia, parts of Europe and parts of Africa, which will enable free trade across these three continents.

The commercialization（商品化） of 5G technology is on the way. Test results of the third phase of China's 5G technology research and development are scheduled to be released on Sept 28. On the basis of the results three major telecommunications operators, including China Mobile, China Telecom and China Unicom, will start to build scaled experiment networks.

China Mobile plans to build over 100 5G base stations in Shanghai, Hangzhou, Guangzhou, Suzhou and Wuhan to test key functions and performance in 2018 and start 5G application in nine areas in 2019.

The new network is expected to be 10 times faster than 4G and will support superfast movie downloads, self-driving cars and the streaming of virtual reality (VR) games.

Building core components(核心部件), especially self-developed chips, is a challenge for China's 5G

technology development.

The number of 5G users is predicted to reach 4 million in China by 2020 and increase to 428 million by 2025, according to the China Academy of Information and Communications Technology.
