The economy continues to struggle and students are faced with high tuition（学费）costs and an uncertain future when they graduate. In order to make ends meet, some students will turn to credit（信用）cards. However, should college students have credit cards? Across the country, students are getting encouraged to sign up for credit cards. In exchange, they get towels, thin T-shirts and short-term deals on better interest rates. As an educator, this does have an effect on me.

There is obviously some value in having a credit card while in college. The American financial system is built around building credit. For young people, this is typically achieved by proving that they pay a bill on a regular basis. You would think that people without credit cards would have higher scores, but that is not the case. Therefore, students can start to build a credit history by having a credit card.

College is not just about gaining information and learning skills. Higher education is also about learning responsibility, which is why having a credit card can be a good way to manage a level of independence. 

For many people, college means some of the best years of life. Relationships and memories are built as students enjoy a time of discovery and exploration. Of course, there is the reality that some students spend their college years buying gadgets（小玩意儿）, eating out and going to parties. Unfortunately, this is where the credit card can be a dangerous item, as it can be far too convenient to buy entertainment supplies. I love working with college students because they have great potential（潜力）, but I also know that they can sometimes make poor choices.

I worry that students won’t pay their tuition because they have to pay their credit card bill. I would hate for a student to drop out of school because they loaded up the credit card with weekend entertainments. So college students can certainly get credit cards, but they must respect them.

My first real, paying job was at Bloomingdale’s in Stamford, Connecticut. It was 1980, an age known for disco, and I was a high school student. It seemed that I belonged to the store — my grandparents and other family lived nearby, and my mother had been a shopper there since it opened in the 1950s. My mother even joked that she went into labor with me there — she headed right to the hospital to have me!

I worked during school breaks. It was a part-time sales job and I moved from department to department as needed. Not only were the workers amazing, so were the customers. I met dozens of famous people and great designers of the time, including Carol Burnett, Phil Donahue, Donna Karan — and Diana Ross.

One day, I was asked to help the personal shopping office. This was the team that handled shopping mostly for the rich and famous. Each customer would have a salesperson to serve. The head of personal shopping pulled me aside and asked, “Can you handle difficult customers?” I said, “Fine, no problem.” After taking a deep breath, she said, “Okay, I’d like to introduce you to Ms. Diana Ross.”

There she was. I didn’t say anything about how wonderful she looked, or how amazing her songs were. I was sure she knew all that already! I got right to work. After getting lots of clothing and some other things together from around the store, and getting everything to the fitting rooms, Ms. Ross and her two young daughters continued to try things on. 

Ms. Ross tried on one dress and asked what I thought. I said something like, “It makes your butt look huge, don’t get it!” She asked my opinion again when she tried on the next. I told her, “Nope, your bosom is all wrong in that.” I continued to bring her more and different things, until she looked as amazing as possible — and I told her so. She spent hours trying on clothes and ended up buying a big pile of clothing.

I didn’t understand why anyone would have said that she was difficult. But it turned out that I was the first personal shopper to treat her properly. To the shock of everyone in the department, she hugged me and said, “You’re the first person who actually told me how I looked. Everyone else was so scared of me. They just said ‘You look great!’ no matter what. Tim, I want to work with you again!”

So as I worked on and off at Bloomingdale’s through my teen years, I’d pull together clothing for Ms. Ross. Other people were sent my way, too. The sales relationship worked beautifully, for everyone. I learned a lot about myself then, about being true to myself and my customers, about creating lasting relationships through honesty, and about making the sale — when the product is truly good for my customer.

Generally, the story has never changed from my early days in business, through my post-college years as a manager at Macy’s, Pottery Barn, and Guess, to my years selling data products and services for two companies, or to more recent times as a digital marketer and e-commerce（电商）leader.

After my husband died suddenly from a heart attack, my world completely changed around me. My six children were ten, nine, eight, six, three and 18 months, and I was burdened with the responsibilities of making a living, caring for the children and just plain keeping my head above water.

I was fortunate to find a wonderful housekeeper to care for the children during the week, but from Friday nights to Monday mornings, the children and I were alone, and frankly I was uncomfortable. Every unusual noise and any late-night phone call would fill me with fear. I felt unbelievably alone.

One Friday evening I came home from work to find a big beautiful German shepherd（牧羊犬）on our doorstep. I was cautious. Where did this obviously well-cared-for dog come from? Was it safe to let the children play with a strange dog? Finally I let him sleep in the basement until the next day, when we could search around the neighborhood for his owner. That night I slept peacefully for the first time in many weeks.

The following morning we made phone calls and checked lost-and-found ads for German’s owner, but with no results. German, meanwhile, made himself part of the family and good-naturedly put up with hugs, playing in the yard. Saturday night he was still with us, so again he was allowed to sleep in the basement. On Sunday I had planned to take the children on a picnic. Since I thought it best to leave German behind in case his owner came by, we drove off without him. But when we stopped to get gas at a local station, we were surprised to see German jumping onto the hood（引擎盖）and looking directly into my eyes. No way was he going to be left behind. So he stayed again Sunday. Monday morning I let him out for a run while the children got ready for school. He didn’t come back. We were sure that he had gone home or been found by his owner, and that we would never see him again. We were wrong. The next Friday evening, German was back on our doorstep. And again he stayed until Monday morning, when our housekeeper arrived.

This repeated every weekend for almost 10 months. We grew more and more fond of German. We stopped thinking about where he belonged — he belonged to us. We took comfort in his strong, warm presence, and we felt safe with him near us. Each week, between German's visits, I grew a little stronger and a little braver; every weekend I enjoyed his company. Then one Monday morning we patted his head and let him out for what turned out to be the last time. He never came back. 

I think of him often. He came when I needed him the most and stayed until I was strong enough to go on alone. Maybe there is a perfectly natural explanation for German's visits to our house — maybe his owner went away on weekends — maybe. I believe German was sent because he was needed, and because no matter how sad and alone we feel, somehow, somewhere, someone knows and cares.
