    My motivation for starting our family tradition of reading in the car was purely selfish: I could not bear listening to A Sesame Street Christmas for another 10 hours. My three children had been addicted to this cassette on our previous summer's road trip.

    As I began to prepare for our next 500-mile car trip, 1 came across a book Jim Trelease’s The Read Aloud Handbook. This could be the answer to my problem. I thought. So I put Roald dahl’s James and the Giant Peach into my bag. When I began to read aloud the talc of the boy who escapes the bad guys by hiding inside a giant peach, my three kids argued and wrestled in their scats. But after several lines, they were attracted into the rhythm of the words and began to listen.

    We soon learned that the simple pleasure of listening to a well-written book makes the long miles pass more quickly. Sometimes the books we read became highlights of the trip. I read Wilson Rawls’s Summer of the Monkeys as we spent two days driving to the beach, We arrived just behind the power crews restoring (恢复）electricity after a tropical storm. The rain continued most of the week, and the beach was covered with oil washed up by the storm. When we returned home，1 asked my son what he liked about the trip. He answered without hesitation, “The book you read in the car.”

    Road trips still offer challenges, even though my children now are teenagers. But we continue to read as we roll across the country. And I'm beginning to see that reading aloud has done more than help pass the time. For at least a little while, we are not shut in our own electronic worlds. And maybe we've started something that will pass on to the next generation.

China is set to welcome the "golden decade" next year with the planned launch of the 5G network. 

More than 800 million mobile owners use 4G services which is 60 percent of the total mobile phone user base in China. With the coming of 5G, most consumers will adopt high-speed mobile Internet services, industry officials told the First International Communication Forum in Shanghai. The 5G network, which promises to deliver 20 to 50 times more Internet speed compared to 4G, will connect more devices and bring up creation and economic development. China has unique and leading position on 5G research and development, according to China Unicom.

"High-speed mobile Internet and various applications will create a golden decade for next generation telecommunications service, making it the biggest opportunity after personal computer and smartphone," said Lu Tingjie, professor of the Beijing University of Posts and Telecommunications. Shanghai-based Dahan Tricom, which offers telecommunications services and platforms for carriers, posted the income of 1.07 billion yuan (US$155 million) in 2016, 12 times more than in 2014.

Gao Bibu, chairman of Dahan Tricom which is listed in the Over-the-Counter market, expects cloud computing, artificial intelligence and the Internet of Things (IOT) to bring more opportunities to the industry. China's IOT market is set to grow an average 13.3 percent a year to US$361 billion by 2020.

   “Sorry seems to be the hardest word” 一 that is one of Elton John's most popular songs. But not every public figure seems to find it so tough to say that powerful five-letter word.

    In recent days public figures，from politicians to stars, have all publicly expressed remorse. But with so much remorse, how can we tell a forced apology from a heartfelt expression of remorse?

    Specifically, saying sorry should be a realization that something you have said or done has hurt someone and you want to make amends.“People want the response to be personal to them. They want to feel that they’re being listened to and taken seriously,” says Marlin Stone.

    Firstly, it is important to show that you understand. It is vital that any group or a person making an apology understands the focus — is it sorry for the way it’s acted or is it sorry that the complainant feels the way they da? Watch out for the speed of response. The quicker the apology comes，the better it indicates that the person making it has felt an immediate sense of guilt.

    If sincere, the person making the apology will be looking for clues (线索）to see if he or she is being understood, such as eye contact and facial expressions. Performed apologies always have a sense of being “acted out”，and are often accompanied by too many unnatural gestures.

    For a sincere apology, it is also important to avoid promises that can’t be kept. Don’t say that you'll make sure that this will not happen again if your re not confident that it won't. It could come back to bite you. And do remember that the use of “but” can hugely change the tone (语气）of an apology. As Stone points out，“I’m sorry but...” sounds like you are making excuses and arcn’ t actually taking any form of responsibility.
