   AVOID BIG EVENTS　 Big sporting events, concerts and exhibitions can increase the cost of accommodation and make it harder to find a room. A standard double room at the Thistle Brighton on the final Friday of the Brighton Comedy Festival (19 Oct.) cost ￡169.15 at Booking.com. A week later, the same room cost ￡118.15. If you can be flexible and want to know dates to avoid—or you’re looking for a big event to pass your time—check out sites such as Whatsonwhen.com, which allow you to search for events in the UK by city, date and category. 

   STAY AWAY FROM THE STATION   If traveling to your destination by train, you may want to find a good base close to the station, but you could end up paying more for the sake of convenience at the start of your holiday. Don’t be too choosy about the part of town you stay in. Booking two months in advance, the cheapest room at Travelodge’s Central Euston hotel in London for Saturday 22 September was ￡95.95. A room just a tube journey away at its Covent Garden hotel was ￡75.75. And at Farringdon, a double room cost just ￡62.95.  
    LOOK AFTER YOURSELF    Really central hotels in cities such as London, Edinburgh and Cardiff can cost a fortune, especially at weekends and during big events. As an alternative, consider checking into a self-catering flat with its own kitchen. Often these flats are hidden away on the top floors of city centre buildings. A great example is the historic O’Neill Flat on Edinburgh’s Royal Mile, available for ￡420 for five days in late September, with room for four adults. 
GET ON A BIKE   London’s ‘Boris bikes’ have attracted the most attention, but other cities also have similar programmes that let you rent a bicycle and explore at your own pace, saving you on public transport or car parking costs. Among the smaller cities with their own programmes are Newcastle (casual members pay around ￡1.50 for two hours) and Cardiff (free for up to 30 minutes, or ￡5 per day).

I was at my parent’s dinner table. Before me was a worn journal of thin and discolored pages. It was my grandfather’s journal and now belonged to my father. My grandfather had passed away in the months leading up to my birth. I never got to visit the places he had frequented and the people who had been a part of his life’s journey.

I was now about to enter his world, through the words he had left behind. Within minutes, I was captivated by the power of the written words. In the magical script before me, I was transported to another age when food was an everyday art, planned, prepared and enjoyed in the company of others, and a time when people had the heart to pause their own lives to embrace (拥抱) each other’s struggles. All this was conveyed to me in the beauty of the words that flowed together to connect with the writer’s mind and understand the world they lived in.

That kind of writing seems to be lost on us today. We have gotten used to writing in bite-sized pieces for a public looking for entertainment, and hungry for information. No wonder, there are nearly 200 million bloggers on the Internet and a new blog is created somewhere in the world every half a second. Instead of adding to our collective wisdom, most of these writings reflect the superficiality (肤浅) and impatience of our day and age.

This not only robs us of the skill of writing impressive essays, but also prevents us from exploring what is truly important. Writing humbles (使谦卑) us in a way that is vital for our character growth, by reminding us about the limits of the self and our appropriate place in the vast flow of life. Writing frees us by helping us explore the unknown so that we truly open up to the magic of the world around us. I saw all of this in the writings of my grandfather. And I’ve seen it again and again in the writings of the greatest thinkers of humanity. Their writings reflect deep thought on issues of human importance.

Smartphones have been blamed for everything from taking drivers' attention away from driving to keeping people on the sofa scrolling (滚屏) videos. But the smartphone that seems to be everywhere could just as easily increase physical activity if it pushes its owner's buttons in the right way.

New research shows that making social connections through activity-tracking apps gets people to move more. And a separate study on this summer's "Pokemon Go" phenomenon shows that the smartphone game got players to take thousands more steps than usual. Together, the studies show the potential for smartphones to push a range of people to be more active.

People who linked with friends on the activity-tracking app increase their steps by 400 a day on average over the next week, compared with people who made no social connections, according to Tim Althoff and two other computer scientists at Stanford University. The effect of social connections declined, but remained significant for five months before the numbers fell back even with users who made no connections.

Such insights show the promise of smartphones and games to help with one of the most stubborn public health problems—that even people who want to be active have trouble staying active.

An NBA videogame, for example, gives players extra powers in the game if they reach a step goal in real life. The app "Zomies, Run!" uses audio stories to push people to run more or run faster.

Still, there is room for growth; Only about 4% of all health apps use "gamification," such as point-scoring or competition, according to a study published in October in BM] Open. "Gamification is actually quite closely linked with behavior change techniques," says Dr Elizabeth Ann Edwards, the study's lead author and a doctor and researcher at Queen Mary University of London.

Nathan and Madison Donovan were in the market for a car to drive so she could begin working at a downtown call center. Nathan has been unable to work since breaking his back in a car accident several years ago, and since the bus system in Moncton, New Brunswick doesn't run at night, Madison needed the car to go back to work and get the small family out of social assistance.

When they found an online loan company, they applied for a car loan of $7,000. The company required $600 as collateral（抵押品）, and the couple spent all their savings in the hope of being one step closer to getting an automobile.

Days after they made the $600 payment, however, the company's website was taken down. and the couple's calls went unanswered. Heartbroken, they contacted CBC News telling their story as a means of preventing other families from making the same mistake. Fortunately, their willingness to save others "from the scam (骗局) ended up paying off; A man named Denis LeBlanc had been in the middle of trying to sell his 2007 Volkswagen Jetta when he heard Nathan' s story on the radio.

Denis and his wife had been trying to sell the car for at least $3,700, but they had only received several lowball（低报价）offers from online buyers. By that time, they had already been considering simply giving the car away to charity — so when they heard about Nathan's situation, they knew just what to do.

Nathan was hesitant to visit a stranger giving away a perfectly good car, but when he showed up, the LeBlancs were true to their word. With great gratitude, Nathan simply got in the Jetta and drove away. The good deed had entirely changed his family's fortunes for the better. LeBlanc, meanwhile, was able to teach his kids a valuable lesson about helping others who are less fortunate.
