Put on your wizarding hats, Harry Potter fans, and get ready to fly through the treetops of Hogwart's Forbidden Forest when Universal Orlando launches its newest ride this June.

When Universal Orlando's newest Wizarding World of Harry Potter ride, Hagrid's Magical Creatures Motorbike Adventure, opens June 12, it will be a theme park game changer. Case in point: Universal planted 1，200 live trees to recreate the dark woods outside Hogwart's where the giant gamekeeper Hagrid lives. From there, expect a forest's worth of incredible twists and turns.

Here are all the details we know so far：
It's designed by a Harry Potter pro: The art director of the ride, Alan Gilmore, actually worked on the Harry Potter movie sets as well.

You'll feel like you're flying through the sky on a magical motorcycle: Although this ride is technically a coaster, it's designed as an individual motorcycle to mimic the freedom of flight; expect to twist, turn, and rush forward...and backward.

There's more than one way to ride: You can sit in Hagrid's driver's seat or in Harry's sidecar, and change up who you ride with and how.

You'll encounter magical creatures: Since Hagrid is the school's gamekeeper, there's always a menagerie of magical creatures nearby his home, and this ride will be no different. Expect to see the ferocious three－headed dog Fluffy; mayhem－causing Cornish Pixies; and a totally new creature (still under wraps), too.

It's fast! Hold on to your wands; this ride hits 50mph!

There will be obstacles: What, you thought you'd just fly through the sky without any bad spells coming your way? According to Universal, riders will “Hurl past challenging obstacles，become entangled in a thicket of Devil's Snare...while encountering a few surprises along the way.”
No house elves allowed: Only those over 48 inches can ride (sorry)．

A study found that adolescents with early parent－set bedtimes were significantly less likely to suffer from depression, suggesting that early bedtimes could have a protective effect by lengthening sleep.

Results show that adolescents with parent－set bedtimes of midnight or later were 24% more likely to suffer from depression than adolescents with parent－set bedtimes of 10 pm or earlier. Adolescents who reported that they usually sleep for five or fewer hours per night were more likely to suffer from acute muscle pains, dizziness, nausea and headaches than those who reported getting eight hours of nightly sleep. Participants__who__reported__that__they__“usually__get__enough__sleep”__were__less__irritable__than__those__who__didn't.①
James E. Gangwisch, assistant professor at Columbia University Medical Center, said that the results strengthen the argument that short sleep duration could play a role in the study of depression causes. “Our results are consistent with the theory that inadequate sleep is a risk factor for depression, working with other risk and protective factors through multiple possible causal pathways to the development of this mood disorder，” said Gangwisch, “Adequate__quality__sleep__could__therefore__be__a__preventative__measure__against__depression.”②
From__the__data__collected,__it__was__found__that__some__participants__suffered__from__memory__loss__and__hallucinations.③ These were associated with later parent－set bedtime, shorter sleep duration, and self－perception of not getting enough sleep.

The__average__adolescent－reported__sleep__duration__was__7__hours__53__minutes,__which__contrasted__with__the__9__or__more__hours__of__nightly__sleep__recommended__for__them.④ Participants with a parent－set bedtime of 10 pm or earlier reported that they usually slept for an average of 8 hours 10 minutes, which was 33 minutes more than adolescents with a bedtime of 11 pm and 40 minutes more than those with a bedtime of midnight or later. With the exception of sleep durations of 10 hours or more per night, higher average sleep durations were associated with progressively earlier average bedtimes.

The authors of the study reported that there are a number of potential methods by which constant partial sleep deprivation could contribute to depression. Lack of sleep may produce moodiness that hinders the ability to cope with daily stresses, damage relationships with peers and adults, and affect judgment, concentration and impulse control. They also suggested that behavioral interventions that involve educating adolescents and their parents about healthier sleep practices and helping them modify sleep habits could serve as the main preventative measures against depression.

It was like a bad sitcom: Everything Leo said, his wife Francie said the opposite. He went to the gym, he told me; not since Bush was President, she countered. They'd been going on like this since they entered the exam room. Today was my first time seeing them—and one of my first times seeing two patients at once.

As I was wrapping up, Francie stopped me. “Can we talk about his vision？” His eyesight was getting worse，she told me，particularly at night. True to form, Leo denied it—but when I probed further, he admitted that his vision wasn't what it used to be. Several times, Francie added，he'd also been in near－accidents while driving at night.

The three of us worked out a driving plan where Leo could drive during the day for short distances, and Francie would drive him at night. While Leo had some objections to the agreement, Francie promised that he would follow it.

When both of them left that day，I couldn't help thinking that Francie may have saved her husband's life.

The American Academy of Family Physicians estimates that around 10 percent of family physicians now give patients the option to share their appointments with people who have similar health issues. For doctors, the benefits are obvious: Shared appointments are efficient, allowing us to see more of our patients in a day. But shared appointments can be beneficial for patients, too, helping them to adopt healthy behaviors in a way that one－on－one visits don't.

A person's smoking, diet, and exercise habits can depend in large part on the habits of his friends, family, or coworkers. In a landmark study published in The New England Journal of Medicine in 2008, the Yale sociologist Nicholas Christakis found that when a spouse, friend, or sibling quit smoking, it decreased a person's chances of smoking by 67 percent, 36 percent, and 25 percent, respectively. Other research has found similar positive social－network effects for things like medication adherence.

Much of health, in other words, is a shared experience. There are some conditions, like a cold or a sprained ankle, where doctors' recommendations are simple and social support won't make much of a difference. But as a primary－care doctor, I also treat chronic diseases like diabetes and high blood pressure. The knowledge required to manage these lifelong conditions can be overwhelming for some, and stress makes patients less likely to carry out the instructions that doctors give. Being around other people may help. In patients with heart failure and diabetes, for example, group visits may improve retention(记忆) of medical information by 10 to 30 percent. A study presented at the 2014 American College of Cardiology annual meeting, meanwhile, found that being married dramatically lowered one's chance of heart disease，possibly because spouses helped reinforce medication adherence and exercise habits.

Despite these outcomes, it is easy to see why shared medical appointments aren't more popular. They go against two principles that have defined medicine: the patient－doctor relationship and confidentiality.

One of my patients has been seeing me for months trying to quit smoking. Her previous primary－care doctor had prescribed everything from nicotine patches to gum to pills. Nothing worked. The reason: Her brother had moved in recently, and smoking together was the one thing they did together. Unless she could get her brother to stop smoking, she told me, it would be impossible for her to quit. I told her to bring her brother to her next appointment—and hopefully, I can convince them to find a new shared activity. As Leo and Francie have taught me, having someone else in the room could make all the difference.

Today the Nobel Prize in Literature awarded journalist Svetlana Alexievich approximately $970，000 in recognition of a lifetime of excellence. The 67－year－old author of Voices From Chernobyl and War's Unwomanly Face was praised by the Swedish Academy “for her polyphonic(复调式的) writings, a monument to suffering and courage in our time.”
Prizes like the Nobel inspire much expectations before the announcement. People give their best guesses as to who will win，look back on past winners, and even place bets as if spectators at a Derby(赛马会)．
Literary prizes reward artistic brilliance. They help writers earn a decent living. But is the public's fascination with prize－winning authors healthy? Our impulse seems to increasingly contribute to a culture of turning authors into celebrities, where readers follow the author instead of the book.

A story should stand on its own, as a considered, complete book, without biographical information from author. It's an idea perhaps best conveyed in Roland Barthes's 1968 essay The Death of the Author. “The image of literature to be found in contemporary culture is arbitrarily centered on the author，his person, his history, his tastes, his passions.”
Nearly 50 years later, a few still agree. “I believe that books，once they are written, have no need of their authors，” New York Times bestselling author Elena Ferrante once wrote. “If books have something to say, they will sooner or later find readers; if not, they won't，”she continued. “True miracles are the ones whose makers will never be known.”

__①__ But the rules for submission for the Man Booker International Prize，for example, strongly encourage authors to “make themselves available for publicity”. And the foundation behind the National Book Award requires finalists to participate in their “website－related publicity”．
__②__ In 2007，a reporter who showed up uninvited at Doris Lessing's house was the first to inform her that she had been awarded the Nobel Prize in Literature. Today the Twitterati came knocking on Alexievich's digital door hour before the award was even official. To be considered for a prize is to be a public figure.

__③__ Harry Potter series author J. K. Rowling，with over 5.6 million Twitter followers, has actively addressed readers through public appearances and social media, revealing much more than we could have imagined when we closed the final Harry Potter book. We now know the house Harry's children will be sorted into, that Dumbledore is gay，“Voldemort” is actually pronounced with a silent “t”， and a whole host of the other minor and major details about the backstory of the characters.

The magical world Rowling created in her books—a relatively tight mystery with well－laid clues that led to a satisfying conclusion，which had to prove their merits to the reader based on an internal logic—is being unraveled by her own hand.

__④__  Of course, public attention also has very important benefits for authors. For three months after receiving the 2011 Pulitzer Prize in fiction, Jennifer Egan's A Visit from the Goon Squad sold about triple its print sales from before the prize, Publishers Weekly reports. On Oct. 5，2010, in the first FT/Oppenheimer Funds Emerging Voices Awards, as Nigerian－born Chigozie Obioma accepted the prize for fiction with an easy smile, his excitement was appreciable. Given the cash prize of $40，000 for each winner, it's hard to downplay the importance of such an honor. Such awards bring necessary visibility and funding to writers facing a literary landscape dominated by white men.

But our culture of celebrity is often too wrapped up in the way we read: How might the meaning of a work change if the author really didn't grow up in a poor neighborhood, or if he or she was abused in childhood? Readers studied the author's life as if it were the key to interpreting his or her novels.

Behind our fascination is the question that drives all such questions: What did the author intend? By all means, let us praise brilliant work and in doing so trust that the author has already told us enough, and that the story he or she meant to tell ended with the final page.

On twitter, a friend asked “Twenty years from now, how many Chinese words will be common parlance(常用词) in English? ” I replied that we've already had 35 years since Deng Xiaoping began opening China's economy, resulting in its stratospheric rise—but almost no recent Chinese borrowings in English.

Many experts are willing to explain China to curious (and anxious) westerners. And yet I can't think of even one Chinese word or phrase that has become “common parlance in English” recently. The only word that comes close might be guanxi, the personal connections and relationships critical to getting things done in China. Plenty of articles can be found discussing the importance of guanxi, but the word isn't “common in English” by any stretch.

Most Chinese words now part of English are known, in their spelling and meaning, to have been borrowed a long time ago from non－Mandarin Chinese varieties like Cantonese. Kowtow, gung ho and to shanghai are now impeccably(无可挑剔地) English words we use with no reference to China itself. Kungfu, tai chi, feng shui and the like are Chinese concepts and practices westerners are aware of. And of course bok choy，chow mein and others are merely Chinese foods that westerners like; I would say we borrowed the foods, and their Chinese names merely hitched a ride into English.

Given China's rocket－ride to prominence(突起), why so little borrowing? We import words from other languages that are hard for English－speakers to pronounce. We borrow from languages with other writing systems (Yiddish, Russian，Arabic). We borrow from culturally distant places(India, Japan). We borrow not only from friends, but from rivals and enemies(German words in the Second World War, Russian words during the Cold War and too many words to count from French during the long Anglo－French rivalry)．
So perhaps China's rise is simply too new, and we just need another 20 years or so. We've seen a similar film before. Japan's sudden opening to the world, a world war, and then forty years of an economic boom put quite a few Japanese words and concepts into the Anglophone mind: kamikaze，futon，haiku, kabuki, origami，karaoke, tycoon，tsunami, jiu－jitsu，zen and honcho are all common English words that nowadays can be used without any reference to Japan. Add to that the more specifically Japanese phenomena well known to the English－speaking world: karate, judo，sumo, bonsai, manga, pachinko, samurai, shogun，noh and kimono. Of course, Japanese borrowed some of these words from Chinese, like zen(modern Mandarin chán) and tofu(dòufu). But English borrowed them from Japanese, not Chinese.

It seems likely English will borrow from Chinese, too, as trade, cultural and personal connections between China and the West grow. China's development and how the West responds are two decisive factors when it comes to whether future Chinese borrowings will be new edibles, cultural items or even philosophical terms.

A survey carried out in Ningbo shows that content about Chinese culture in English textbooks is rare. Students can not receive enough information about Chinese culture in English either from English textbooks or classroom teaching. According to another survey conducted by researcher Zhou W．(2009), 74% of the subjects claim that they are more confident of and familiar with Chinese culture as they were born and live in China.
