    King's Art Centre

    The Garden is also a place for wildlife﹣enthusiasts． Look for grass snakes in the lake． A snake called "Hissing Sid' is regularly seen lying in the heat of the warm sun．
    Byron's Pool
    Many stories surround Lord Byron's time as a student of Cambridge University． Arriving in 1805， he wrote a letter complaining that it was a place of "mess and drunkenness" However， it seems as though Byron did manage to pass the time pleasantly enough． I'm not just talking about the pet bear he kept in his rooms． He spent a great deal of time walking in the village．
    It is also said that on occasion Byron swam naked by moonlight in the lake， which is now known as Byron's Pool． A couple of miles past Grantchester in the south Cambridgeshire countryside， the pool is surrounded by beautiful circular paths around the fields． The cries of invisible birds make the trip a lovely experience and on the way home you can drop into the village for afternoon tea． If you don't trust me， then perhaps you'll take it from Virginia Woolf﹣over a century after Byron， she reportedly took a trip to swim in the same pool．

    Dorothy taught in a school in Harlan County， Kentucky， Appalachian Mountain area． To get to her school from the town of Harlan， I followed a road winding around the mountain． In the eight﹣mile journey， I crossed the same railroad track five times， giving the possibility of getting caught by the same train five times． Rather than feeling excited by this drive through the mountains， I found it depressing． The poverty level was shocking and the small shabby houses gave me the greatest feeling of hopelessness．
    From the moment of my arrival at the little school， all gloom （忧郁）disappeared． Upon arriving at Dorothy's classroom， I was greeted with smiling faces and treated like a queen． The children had been prepared to show me their latest projects． Dorothy told me with a big smile that they were serving poke greens salad and cornbread for "dinner" （lunch）． In case you don't know， poke greens are a weed﹣type plant that grows wild， especially on poor ground．
    Dorothy never ran out of reports of exciting activities of her students． Her enthusiasm never cooled down． When it came time to sit for the testing and interviewing required to receive her Child Development Associate Certification， Dorothy was ready． She came to the assessment and passed in all areas． Afterward， she invited me to the one ﹣ and ﹣ only steak house in the area to celebrate her victory， as if she had received her Ph．D degree． After the meal， she placed a little box containing an old pen in my hand． She said it was a family heirloom （传家宝），but to me it is a treasured symbol of appreciation and pride that cannot be matched with things．

19．（12.5分）San Francisco has its cable cars． Seattle has its Space Needle． And， Longview has its squirrel bridge． The bridge， which has attracted international attention， is now a local landmark．
    The Nutty Narrows Bridge was built in 1963 by a local builder． Amos Peters， to give squirrels a way to cross the busy road without getting flattened by passing cars．
    The original bridge was built over Olympia Way on the west edge of the library grounds． Before the bridge was built， squirrels had to avoid traffic to and from the Park Plaza office building where office staff put out a nutty feast for the squirrels． Many times， Peters and others who worked in and near Park Plaza witnessed squirrels being run over．
    One day Peters found a dead squirrel with a nut still in its mouth， and that day's coffee break discussion turned into squirrel safety． The group of businessmen cooked up the squirrel bridge idea and formed a committee to ask the blessing of the City Council （市政会）．The Council approved， and Councilwoman Bess LaRiviere jokingly named the bridge "Nutty Narrows．"
    After architects designed the bridge， Amos Peters and Bill Hutch started construction． They built the 60﹣foot bridge from aluminum and lengths of fire hose （消防水带）．It cost ﹩1，000．
    It didn't take long before reports of squirrels using the bridge started． Squirrels were even seen guiding their young and teaching them the ropes． The story was picked up by the media， and Nutty Narrows became known in newspapers all over the world．
    In 1983， after 20 years of use， Peters took down the worn﹣out bridge． Crosspieces were replaced and the faded sign was repainted． In July 1983， hundreds of animal lovers attended the completion ceremony of the new bridge．

    However， the scale and speed of this growth seem set to destroy the very things tourists want to enjoy． In those countries where there was a rush to make quick money out of sea﹣side holidays， over﹣crowded beaches and the concrete jungles of endless hotels have begun to lose their appeal．
    Those countries with little experience of tourism can suffer most． In recent years， Nepal set out to attract foreign visitors to fund developments in health and education． Its forests， full of wildlife and rare flowers， were offered to tourists as one more untouched paradise． In fact， the nature all too soon felt the effects of thousands of holiday﹣makers traveling through the forest land． Ancient tracks became major routes for the walkers， with the consequent exploitation （开发，开采）of precious trees and plants．
    Not only can the environment of a country suffer from the sudden growth of tourism， but the people as well rapidly feel its effects． Farmland makes way for hotels， roads and airports； the old way of life goes． The one﹣time farmer is now the servant of some multi﹣national organization； he is no longer his own master． Once it was his back that bore the pain； now it is his smile that is exploited． No doubt he wonders whether he wasn't happier in his village working his own land．
    Thankfully， the tourist industry is waking up to the responsibilities it has towards those countries that receive its customers． The protection of wildlife and the creation of national parks go hand in hand with tourist development and in fact obtain financial support from tourist companies． At the same time， tourists are being encouraged to respect not only the countryside they visit but also its people．
    The way tourism is handled in the next ten years will decide its fate and that of the countries we all want to visit． Their needs and problems are more important than those of the tourist companies． Increased understanding in planning world﹣wide tourism can preserve the market for these companies． If not， in a few years' time the very things that attract tourists now may well have been destroyed．

18．（12.5分）In my living room， there is a plaque （匾） that advises me to "Bloom （开花）where you are planted"． It reminds me of Dorothy． I got to know Dorothy in the early 1980s， when I was teaching Early Childhood Development through a program with Union College in Barbourville， Kentucky． The job responsibilities required occasional visits to the classroom of each teacher in the program． Dorothy stands out in my memory as one who "bloomed" in her remote area．
    Dorothy taught in a school in Harlan County， Kentucky， Appalachian Mountain area． To get to her school from the town of Harlan， I followed a road winding around the mountain． In the eight﹣mile journey， I crossed the same railroad track five times， giving the possibility of getting caught by the same train five times． Rather than feeling excited by this drive through the mountains， I found it depressing． The poverty level was shocking and the small shabby houses gave me the greatest feeling of hopelessness．
    From the moment of my arrival at the little school， all gloom （忧郁）disappeared． Upon arriving at Dorothy's classroom， I was greeted with smiling faces and treated like a queen． The children had been prepared to show me their latest projects． Dorothy told me with a big smile that they were serving poke greens salad and cornbread for "dinner" （lunch）． In case you don't know， poke greens are a weed﹣type plant that grows wild， especially on poor ground．
    Dorothy never ran out of reports of exciting activities of her students． Her enthusiasm never cooled down． When it came time to sit for the testing and interviewing required to receive her Child Development Associate Certification， Dorothy was ready． She came to the assessment and passed in all areas． Afterward， she invited me to the one ﹣ and ﹣ only steak house in the area to celebrate her victory， as if she had received her Ph．D degree． After the meal， she placed a little box containing an old pen in my hand． She said it was a family heirloom （传家宝），but to me it is a treasured symbol of appreciation and pride that cannot be matched with things．

【点评】这类文章一般描述的是某一件具体事情的发生发展或结局，有人物、时间、地点和事件．命题往往从故事的情节、人物或事件的之间的关系、作者的态度及意图、故事前因和后果的推测等方面着手．
19．（12.5分）San Francisco has its cable cars． Seattle has its Space Needle． And， Longview has its squirrel bridge． The bridge， which has attracted international attention， is now a local landmark．
    The Nutty Narrows Bridge was built in 1963 by a local builder． Amos Peters， to give squirrels a way to cross the busy road without getting flattened by passing cars．
    The original bridge was built over Olympia Way on the west edge of the library grounds． Before the bridge was built， squirrels had to avoid traffic to and from the Park Plaza office building where office staff put out a nutty feast for the squirrels． Many times， Peters and others who worked in and near Park Plaza witnessed squirrels being run over．
    One day Peters found a dead squirrel with a nut still in its mouth， and that day's coffee break discussion turned into squirrel safety． The group of businessmen cooked up the squirrel bridge idea and formed a committee to ask the blessing of the City Council （市政会）．The Council approved， and Councilwoman Bess LaRiviere jokingly named the bridge "Nutty Narrows．"
    After architects designed the bridge， Amos Peters and Bill Hutch started construction． They built the 60﹣foot bridge from aluminum and lengths of fire hose （消防水带）．It cost ﹩1，000．
    It didn't take long before reports of squirrels using the bridge started． Squirrels were even seen guiding their young and teaching them the ropes． The story was picked up by the media， and Nutty Narrows became known in newspapers all over the world．
    In 1983， after 20 years of use， Peters took down the worn﹣out bridge． Crosspieces were replaced and the faded sign was repainted． In July 1983， hundreds of animal lovers attended the completion ceremony of the new bridge．
    Peters died in 1984， and a ten﹣foot wooden squirrel sculpture was placed near the bridge in memory of its builder and his devotion to the project．

1．D．细节理解题．由第二段中的to give squirrels a way to cross the busy road without getting flattened by passing cars可知，修建Nutty Narrow Bridge的目的是保护松鼠安全地过马路．注意不要选A，因为这座桥不是给松鼠提供吃干果的地方．故选D．
2．C．细节理解题．根据第四段中的…and that day's coffee break discussion turned into squirrel safety…cooked up the squirrel bridge idea可知，在某一天喝咖啡时间的讨论中，Peters和其他人萌生了给松鼠建座桥的想法．故选C．
3．D．词义猜测题．根据前面的guiding their young，可以推断此处应该是松鼠教它们的孩子如何使用绳索，而不是给它们递绳子，也不是给它们一个教训．故选D．
4．B．细节理解题．根据文章倒数第二段中的In 1983，after 20 years of use，Peters took down the worn﹣out bridge．Repairs were made and crosspieces were replaced．可知，绳索用了20年后，Peters进行了修缮，并替换上了新的绳索．文中没有涉及是否替换的绳索更长；第五段中提到绳索是铝制的，而且是一个architect设计的，只是说Peters和Hutch开始建设，因此可以排除其他选项．故选B．
5．D．推理判断题．根据最后一段中的…a ten﹣foot wooden squirrel sculpture was placed near the bridge in memory of its builder and his devotion to the project．可以推断，Peters因为爱动物，倡导修建这座桥而被人们记住．结合选项，故选D．
【点评】考查广告布告类阅读理解．做这类题材阅读理解时要求考生对文章通读一遍，做题时结合原文和题目有针对性的找出相关语句进行仔细分析，结合选项选出正确答案．推理判断题也是要在抓住关键句子的基础上合理的分析才能得出正确答案，切忌胡乱猜测，一定要做到有理有据．
20．（12.5分）One might expect that the ever﹣growing demands of the tourist trade would bring nothing but good for the countries that receive the holiday﹣makers． Indeed， a rosy picture is painted for the long﹣term future of the holiday industry． Every month secs the building of a new hotel somewhere， and every month another rock﹣bound Pacific island is advertised as the "last paradise （天堂）on earth"．
    However， the scale and speed of this growth seem set to destroy the very things tourists want to enjoy． In those countries where there was a rush to make quick money out of sea﹣side holidays， over﹣crowded beaches and the concrete jungles of endless hotels have begun to lose their appeal．
    Those countries with little experience of tourism can suffer most． In recent years， Nepal set out to attract foreign visitors to fund developments in health and education． Its forests， full of wildlife and rare flowers， were offered to tourists as one more untouched paradise． In fact， the nature all too soon felt the effects of thousands of holiday﹣makers traveling through the forest land． Ancient tracks became major routes for the walkers， with the consequent exploitation （开发，开采）of precious trees and plants．
    Not only can the environment of a country suffer from the sudden growth of tourism， but the people as well rapidly feel its effects． Farmland makes way for hotels， roads and airports； the old way of life goes． The one﹣time farmer is now the servant of some multi﹣national organization； he is no longer his own master． Once it was his back that bore the pain； now it is his smile that is exploited． No doubt he wonders whether he wasn't happier in his village working his own land．
    Thankfully， the tourist industry is waking up to the responsibilities it has towards those countries that receive its customers． The protection of wildlife and the creation of national parks go hand in hand with tourist development and in fact obtain financial support from tourist companies． At the same time， tourists are being encouraged to respect not only the countryside they visit but also its people．
    The way tourism is handled in the next ten years will decide its fate and that of the countries we all want to visit． Their needs and problems are more important than those of the tourist companies． Increased understanding in planning world﹣wide tourism can preserve the market for these companies． If not， in a few years' time the very things that attract tourists now may well have been destroyed．

2．D　推理判断题．根据第三段中的"In fact，the nature all too soon felt the effects of thousands of holiday﹣makers traveling through the forest land．事实上，大自然很快就感受到了成千上万的度假者穿越森林的影响"可知，尼泊尔为了发展旅游业，对外开放了森林，然而大自然很快就受到了旅游业带来的负面影响．所以用尼泊尔的例子说明这个国家正经受着旅游业带来的痛苦，故选D项．
3．B　细节理解题．根据第四段中的"The one﹣time farmer is now the servant of some multi﹣national organization； he is no longer his own master．Once it was his back that bore the pain；now it is his smile that is exploited从前的农夫现在是一个多民族组织的仆人，他不再是他自己的主人了．从前是他背痛，现在是他的微笑被利用了．"可知，农民不再是自己的主人，而成为了服务人员，曾经只是累，现在连笑容都被剥夺了．由此可推知，农民现在不得不以取悦游客来谋生，故选B项．
4．D　细节理解题．根据最后一段中的"The way tourism is handled in the next ten years will decide its fate and that of the countries we all want to visit．未来十年旅游业的经营方式将决定其命运，也将决定我们都想去的国家的命运"可知，未来十年，如何管理旅游业将决定旅游业和我们要去参观的国家的命运，所以旅游业的管理方式将决定旅游业未来的命运，故选D．
5．C　情感态度题．综观全文可知，作者既讲了旅游产业的负面影响，也讲了旅游业的发展优势，所以，作者对旅游产业的发展持客观的（objective）态度，故选C．
【点评】1．直接信息题：
直接信息题是指能够直接从原文中找到信息，选项在语言表达上与原文基本一致的题目．
2．间接信息题：
间接信息题是能够从原文中找到信息，但在语言表达上与原文有差异，做题时需要对原文信息进行转换．
3．综合信息题：
综合信息题是指这类题目所涉及的信息不是原文的某一句话，可能是原文的几句话，或者是散落在文章不同的地方，要求学生把原文所提供的信息综合起来分析，而不能断章取义．

3．He has achicved more than he could imagine细节理解题．根据文章第三段的句子 All of these achievements are beyond my imagination． 可知，作者的努力给他带来超出想象的成就．故填He has achicved more than he could imagine．
4．I detemine not to be defeated by difficultics 句意理解题．根据划线句never once will I allow the odds to get the better of me我决不会让这些事情占上风，说明作者觉得不被困难打倒．故填I detemine not to be defeated by difficultics．
5．He is brave and determined because he didn't give up easily and overcame many difficulties brought by his brain damage．推理判断题．根据文章倒数第二段的句子but I decided I was going to prove them wrong as they did not know me， nor did they know just how determined I would be可知他勇敢而坚定，因为他不轻易放弃，克服了因脑损伤而带来的许多困难．故填He is brave and determined because he didn't give up easily and overcame many difficulties brought by his brain damage．
【点评】作阅读表达类题目的时候，先浏览可题目，将问题按归纳概括题、具体细节题、词语释义题、推理判断题等题型分门别类，以便熟悉文章所要考查的信息点和知识点．这样，由于带着问题去阅读，阅读时就重点突出、速度加快、准确率高．解答的时候需要根据要求的数字写，超出数字范围是不符合要求的．
