Fifteen years ago, I took a summer vacation in Lecce in southern Italy. After climb ing up a hill for a panoramic(全景的) view of the blue sea, w hite buildings and green olive trees, I paused

to catch my breath and then positioned myself to take the best photo of this panorama.

Unfortunately, just as I took out my camera, a w oman approached from behind, and planted herself right in front of my view. Like me, this w oman w as here to stop, sigh and appreciate the view.

Patient as I w as, after about 15 minutes, my camera scanning the sun and review ing the shot I

w ould eventually take, I grew frustrated. Was it too much to ask her to move so I could take just one picture of the landscape? Sure, I could have asked her, but something prevented me from doing so. She seemed so content in her observation. I didn’t w ant to mess w ith that.

Another 15 minutes passed and I grew bored. The w oman w as still there. I decided to take the photo anyw ay. And now w hen I look at it, I think her presence in the photo is w hat makes the image  interesting.  The landscape,  beautiful on  its  ow n, somehow comes  to life and  breathes because this w oman is engaging w ith it.

This photo, w ith the unique beauty that unfo lded before me and that w oman w ho “ruined” it, now  hangs  on  a w all in  my  bedroom.  What w ould  she think  if  she knew that  her figure is

captured(捕捉) and frozen on some stranger ’s  bedroom w all?  A bedroom, after all,  is  a very
private space, in w hich some w oman I don’t even know has been immortalized(使永存). In some

w ays, she lives in my house.

Perhaps w e all live in each other ’s space. Perhaps this is w hat photos are for: to remind us that w e all appreciate beauty, that w e all share a common desire for pleasure, for connection, for something that is greater than us.

That photo is a reminder, a captured moment, an unspoken conversation betw een tw o w omen, separated only by a thin square of glass.

Happ iness is in your genes, it seems, according to a research that shows the more people in a country w ho have a particular gene, the happier the nation w ill be. The DNA in question, the FAAH gene, makes a protein that affects feelings of pleasure and pain. Peop le w ith a particular version of it tend to be cheerier souls.

The researchers believ e that the finding can help explain w hy some of the w orld's poorest nations are also the happiest. The team from Bulgar ia looked at w hether there w as a connection betw een the level of the FAAH gene in a populat ion and the number of people w ho said they w ere very happy in the global study of life satisfaction. Sw eden, one of the happiest countr ies in Europe and in the w orld, has lots of happy DNA. Some 26.3 per cent of Sw edes have the happiness gene, compared to 23 per cent of Britons, 21 per cent of the French and 20 per cent of Germans. The happiness gene is even rarer in southern Europe, w here it is found in 18 per cent of Greeks and just 12 per cent of Italians. In contrast, the peoples in Iraq and Jordan are among the least likely to rate themselves as very happy and also have the low est levels of the gene.

But the gene and optimism don’t alw ays go hand in hand. For instance, Russians score very low  on  happiness,  despite  having  the right  DNA,  the Journal  of  Happiness  Studies  reports. Climat ic differences are also found to be closely associated w ith national d ifferences in happiness. Study co-author Michael Minkov said, “We cannot fail to notice the high occurrence of the gene

in  equatorial and  tropical(热带的)  environments  in  South America  and  Africa,  and  the low er
occurrence of it around the Mediterranean Sea than in Northern Europe.”

“Genetics is  not the only  determining  factor(因素)  of happiness,” A spokesman for the

journal’s  publisher  said,  “The economic  and polit ical diff iculties  continuously  experienced  by Eastern European nations contribute to the very low happiness scores of Russians. Nations not blessed w ith the right DNA aren't necessarily miserable —  happ iness can still rise and fall for other reasons.”

If you take all your negative att itudes in one hand and measure your need to feel “sunshine” in the other, you w ill see how both these elements really contradict each other.

Be brave and break your patterns and your habits this spring, and by doing so you w ill allow

the true sunshine to take place by radiating out from your heart and into your life and the lives of the people around you!
